In which Olympic sport would you excel?

“I'm a good volleyball player. | play every summer when | go
home with my family, and actually, we play a lot. We play out on
the grass, but there are a lot of us. It’s a really big deal, because
we definitely pack them in. We’ll put the older guys against the
younger guys. We get those born in the ‘80s against those from
the ‘70s and ‘60s. We rotate the positions, but | like to start on
the left side and work my way across. I've got to be around the
net because I'm high-flying.

But | wouldn’t mind visiting Brazil. | hear a lot of
people talking about it. A lot of people have talked about the
scenery, and I've just heard it’s a great place for a vacation.”

“I'd want to be the general manager. It seems like an interesting
job, and | think I'd be good on the personnel side of things.”

Honestly, we didn’t really feed off of it too much as
players, but it was a fight song that was more for the fans. They’d
cheer it in The Grove and at the games, and they enjoyed it.”
